PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

The Legislature proposed an amendment to the Idaho Constitution to be submitted to voters on the
November 4, 2014 General Election Ballot.

H.J.R.2

“Shall Article III, of the Constitution of the State of Idaho be amended by the addition of a new section
29, to confirm that the legislature may authorize executive rulemaking; however, the legislature shall
not relinquish oversight, which such oversight is done by approval or rejection, in whole or in part,
of an executive rule; and to provide that the legislature’s approval or rejection of such a rule shall not
require the approval of the governor?”

Proposed Amendment to the Constitution of the State of Idaho: Section 29, Article II1

Legislative Council’s Statement of Meaning, Purpose and Result to be Accomplished of Proposed
Amendment:

The Legislature’s ability to approve or reject executive rules is an important aspect of the separation of
powers, because these rules have the force and effect of law. Existing law allows Idaho state agencies
to make rules that implement or interpret statutes passed by the Legislature. The Legislature currently
oversees that rulemaking process by accepting or rejecting adopted rules. The proposed amendment
confirms and protects the Legislature’s practice to authorize executive branch rulemaking, and to
accept or reject adopted rules.

Statements FOR the Proposed Amendment

1.  Legislativereview of executive rulemaking is necessary to ensure that I[dahoans have a responsible
state government. Executive rules are written by executive branch state agencies. These rules
describe how laws passed by the Legislature will be interpreted and implemented. These rules
impact the lives of Idaho citizens, as state agencies regulate businesses, licenses, benefits, and
fees. The Legislature’s oversight of agency rules can limit agency overreaching into the rights
and lives of Idahoans and its businesses.

2. Legislative review of the executive rulemaking is necessary to ensure the separation of powers
between the legislative, executive, and judicial branches of Idaho government. Executive branch
agencies write and adopt rules. Legislative review of agency rules ensures agency restraint
and adherence to the law. Placing the Legislature’s review authority in the Idaho Constitution
protects that authority and the rights of Idaho citizens.

Statements AGAINST the Proposed Amendment

1.  Legislative review of executive rulemaking may infringe on executive branch power by the
Legislature. By providing that the Legislature shall not relinquish its executive rulemaking
oversight, the proposed amendment potentially could impact the ability of the executive branch
to direct and manage the affairs of the state.

2. The proposed amendment is unnecessary. Legislative review is currently authorized by statute,
and affirmed by the Idaho Supreme Court. As a result, legislative authority is adequately
protected.



Voter Qualifications, Registration and Voting

Party Affiliation:
Party affiliation is not required for the General Election.

An Idaho Voter Must Be:

» A Citizen of the United States;

» Atleast 18 years of age on Election Day;

* Aresident in the state and in the county for thirty (30) days prior to Election Day;
» Registered as required by law.

REGISTRATION
Where and When to Register:

Applicants may register before the General Election with the County Clerk thru October 10, 2014.
This deadline shall also apply to any registrars the County Clerk may have appointed.

Any elector may register by mail. Any mail registration application must be received by the County
Clerk not later than 25 days preceding any election provided that any mail registration application
postmarked not later than 25 days prior to an election shall be deemed timely. Last day to pre-register
for the November 4 General Election is October 10, 2014.

An individual who is eligible to vote may register on Election Day by appearing in person at the
polling place for the precinct in which the individual maintains residence, by completing a registration
card, making an oath in the form prescribed by the Secretary of State and providing proof of residence.
All documents used in providing proof of residence shall be accompanied with a photo ID. Only the
following documents showing the registrant’s current address in the precinct are authorized:

* Avvalid Idaho driver’s license issued through the department of transportation.

* Avvalid Idaho ID card issued through the department of transportation.

* Any document which contains a valid address in the precinct together with a picture
identification card.

Students may also use:

* A current valid student photo ID card from a post secondary educational institution in Idaho
accompanied with a current student fee statement that contains the student’s valid address in the
precinct.

Re-registration - When Required:

Re-registration is required if the voter has failed to vote at least once at a Primary or General election
during the four years following registration, and the County Clerk has consequently canceled the
registration, or if the voter moves or changes their name.

VOTING

A registered voter must either present a photo ID or sign a Personal Identification Affidavit.

Forms of photo identification shall be any one of the following:

* An Idaho driver’s license or identification card issued by the Idaho Transportation Department.

* A U.S. passport or Federal photo identification card issued by an agency of the United States
Government.

» Atribal photo identification card.

* A current student photo ID, issued by a high school or post secondary education institution located
within the State of Idaho.

If a voter is not able to show an acceptable ID, the voter will be given the opportunity to sign the
Personal Identification Affidavit. On the Affidavit, the voter swears to his/her identity under penalty
of perjury, a felony under 34-1114, Idaho Code. After signing the Affidavit, the voter will be issued a
ballot to be tabulated with all other ballots.



Absentee Voting:

Any registered voter may make application in writing to the County Clerk to receive an absentee
ballot. Applications are available from the Clerk’s office or by sending a written request with the
required information (name of elector, residence address in Idaho and mailing address to which ballot
is to be forwarded) to the County Clerk. Applications and written requests must be personally signed
by the elector. Applications for absentee ballots may be made by using a facsimile or other electronic
transmission.

October 29, 2014 is the last day for mail-in absentee ballot applications to be received by the
County Clerk prior to General Election until 5:00 p.m. The application must be signed personally by
the applicant.

Absentee ballots must be delivered to the office of the County Clerk by 8:00 p.m. on Election Day
in order to be counted.

In-person or early absentee voting is available in the office of the County Clerk or elections office
until 5:00 p.m. on October 31, 2014.

Accessible Voting Options:
Idaho has several options for accessible voting. Contact your County Clerk for information on all
accessible voting options, including instructions on how to request an absentee ballot.

Voting with the assistance of a person of the voter’s choice:
Electors may receive assistance with voting from any person of their choice. You may also ask for
assistance from a poll worker.

The ballot marking device:

In compliance with the Help America Vote Act, Federal grant funding has purchased a ballot marking
device for each polling place in the state. The ballot marking device will assist voters who have difficulty
reading or marking a ballot to vote privately and independently. The ballot marking device is intended
to assist the visually impaired, voters with disabilities and the elderly.

Special circumstances:
Curbside assistance is available to any voter who has difficulty getting into the polling place or cannot
stand in line.

Absentee Voting by mail:

In previous elections many electors with special needs have requested an absentee ballot from their
County Clerk. You may vote absentee by submitting a completed and signed request for an absentee
ballot. The request for an absentee ballot must be received in your County Clerk’s office by October
29, 2014. Upon verification of registration a ballot will be mailed to you.
