Thank you for submitting your voter registration card to my office.  However, you have failed to designate which political party you wish to affiliate with or to declare yourself to be “unaffiliated.” “Unaffiliated” means that you do not wish to affiliation with any political party.  

Party affiliation is required in order to participate in primary elections unless a political party chooses to open its primary to “unaffiliated” voters.  If you fail to select a party, you will automatically be designated as “unaffiliated” pursuant to 34-411, Idaho Code.


Enclosed, for your convenience, is an Idaho Political Party Affiliation Declaration Form that you may use to declare your party affiliation unless you accept a designation of “Unaffiliated”.  Please fill it out, at your earliest convenience, and return it to the Elections Office.   

Although you are not required to be a member of a party to participate in the General Election, you may be prohibited from participating in the Primary Election. You could be restricted to voting a non-partisan ballot only at the 2014 May Primary Election if you do not select a party affiliation.
